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BRIDGES OUT OF POVERTY: FREE COMMUNITY WORKSHOP

Park County School District #1 will be hosting a free workshop to provide the community and social service providers with key lessons in helping and working effectively with individuals from various economic classes.  Dr. Ruby Payne will present Bridges out of Poverty from 6-9 p.m. on Wednesday, June 8 in the Powell High School Auditorium.  The workshop is open to the public for no fee.

This workshop is based on the book Bridges Out of Poverty: Strategies for Professionals and Communities, a collaboration between Dr. Payne, Phillip DeVol, and Terie Dreussi Smith.  Topics of discussion include “increasing awareness of the differences in economic cultures and how those differences affect opportunities for success.”  This workshop is designed for audiences of employers, community organizations, law enforcement, counselors, health care and social service providers.
